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Ursula Kroeber Le Guin (1929-2018) was born in Berkeley, California, authored 21 novels, 11 volumes of short stories, four collections of essays, 12 children’s books, six volumes of poetry, and four translations. Le Guin extensive work and imagination earned her six Nebulas, nine Hugos, and SFWA’s Grand Master, along with the PEN/Malamud and many other awards. In 2014, Le Guin was the awardee of the National Book Foundation Medal for outstanding Contribution to American Letters, and in 2016 joined the short list of authors to be published in their lifetimes by the Library of America.

Le Guin’s first significant work of science fiction, The Left Hand of Darkness, remains acknowledged as ground breaking work for its radical investigation of gender roles and its moral and literary complexity. Her novels The Dispossessed and Always Coming Home, redefine the scope and style of utopian fiction. Le Guin’s poetry fascinated many of her readers her ultimate collection of poems, So Far So Good, was published after her death.
